General Description of Project. A general description of the work to be
performed is contained in the Invitation to Bid. The scope is indicated in the
applicable parts of these Contract documents.

Contract Documents. The Contract documents under which it is proposed
to execute the work consist of the material bound herewith. These Contract
documents are intended to be mutually complementary and to provide all
details reasonably required for the execution of the proposed work.

Any person contemplating the submission of a proposal and being in doubt
as to the meaning or intent of said contract document shall at once notify,
in writing, the Road Department Director of Deschutes County, Oregon.
Any interpretation of change will be mailed or delivered to each person
receiving a set of documents.
